Unnamed Chapter Bylaws

Unnamed Chapter

Bylaws
Article 1:    Name:
This body shall be known as the Unnamed Chapter of The Order of the Daughters of the King® at Unnamed Church, Unknown City.

Article 2:    Object:

The object of this chapter shall be the extension of Christ’s Kingdom through Prayer, Service and Evangelism.

Article 3:    Members:

All members of the Chapter must be women communicants of the Episcopal Church with the approval of the parish Rector and have successfully completed a course of at least 3 months of discernment with the National Study Guide followed by a service of admission.

Article 4:
Dues:
Each member is responsible for paying her dues yearly by September 1.  The different governing bodies (Diocesan, Provincial, and National) determine the amount.  All dues are sent to the then current National Office of The Order of the Daughters of the King®, presently:

Each member is encouraged to pay her dues individually online at the DOK National Website but payment by mail is acceptable individually or by chapter.

Article 5:    Officers:

The officers of the Unnamed Chapter of The Order of the Daughters of the King® shall be a President, a Vice President, a Secretary and a Treasurer.  Officers shall be elected every year at the June Chapter meeting, their terms beginning on September 1.  Their individual duties are described in the DOK Chapter Manual.
1. Should an elected officer be unable to continue to serve in her position, the officer should resign her position to allow the Chapter to nominate another member to complete the resigning officer’s term of office. 

2. The President of this Chapter has the option to terminate an officer, upon consultation with the parish Rector, if that officer is not fulfilling the duties of her position.  If the President is not fulfilling the duties of her office, the other officers may consult with the parish Rector or the Diocesan Chaplain for the best course of action.
3. No officer may serve in one particular office for more than 3 (three) consecutive years.

4. The President shall appoint all other committees and chairwomen as needed, such as, but not limited to:

· Communications (telephone and email)

· Historian

· Funeral Reception Chairwoman
· Mission and Outreach Chairwoman

· Junior Daughters of the King Director
· Prayer List Coordinator
· Publicity Chairwoman
Article 5:  Bylaws Amendment:
These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of Daughters present and voting at a Chapter Meeting after    notification of the entire Chapter membership at least two months in advance.  
Any part of these Bylaws found to conflict with Diocesan Bylaws, the Rules of the Order established by the National Council or the Provincial Bylaws shall be brought into agreement by the officers at the Chapter’s next meeting.  No vote is needed; however, the action shall be recorded and revised bylaws distributed to the membership within 2 months.
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
